The ride will
take you along country roads, past farms, around a
few lakes and then back to Clearwater Forest. When
your ride is done, enjoy some time at the beach or
kayak, canoe, sail, hike the trails or take a
well-deserved nap. The day is capped off with a
Saturday night victory dinner with entertainment.

Clearwater Forest is a year-round Camp and Retreat
Center affiliated with the Presbyterian Church (USA).
Clearwater serves thousands of youth and adult
guests each year.

How long is the ride?

There are actually two rides to match nearly any
ability and bicyling interest:

- Clearwater Family Ride: 30 mile ride

- Clearwater Challenge: 50 mile ride

When and Where is the ride?

The Clearwater Bike Ride happens Saturday, July
11th,2009. You can stay overnight at Clearwater on
Friday night, July 10th, to be there early for the ride
and/or Saturday, July 11th. Camping is available or
for a slight fee you can stay at one of the wonderful
lodging facilities at Clearwater. Registration will
begin at 7:00 A.M. on Saturday. Both the 50 and 30
mile rides depart at 8:00 AM. Call the camp office at
218-678-2325 for reservations.
